This cost center has increased $28,263 (16.47%), due almost entirely to personnel. Increases include
$8,399 (7.60%) in salaries, $19,132 (49.10%) in employee benefits, and $1,591 (15.25%) in vehicle
maintenance. Offsetting decreases total $1,7656, reflected in multiple operating line items.
